ManArasHTRA RicHT To PuBLIc SERVICES Act, 2015.

No. PSA. 2218/C.R. 30/Desk-5.—Whereas the Tribal Development Department being the
concerned Administrative Department has, vide Government Notification, Tribal Development
Department, No. TDD-2015/C.R.No.3/D-16, dated the 31st December 2015 (hereinafter referred
to as “the said Notification”) issued in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) of section
3 of the Maharashtra Right to Public Services Act, 2015 (Mah. XXXI of 2015), notified the public
services to be rendered to the eligible persons through its field offices, along with the stipulated
time limit for providing such public services, the Designated Officers, First Appellate Authority
and Second Appellate Authority as specified in the Schedule appended therefor for the purposes
of the said Act;

And whereas, the Tribal Development Department of the Government of Maharashtra
considers it expedient to notify the service of giving financial support for food, accommodation,
subsistence and educational materials to students belonging to the Scheduled Tribes pursuing
higher education and are not admitted in any Government Hostels under the Pandit Deendayal
Upadhyay Swayam Yojana as a public service alongwith Designated Officers, First Appellate
Authority, Second Appellate Authority and stipulated time limit therefor for the purposes of
the said Act;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (I) of section 3 of
Maharashtra Right to Public Services Act, 2015 (Mah. XXXI of 2015), the Tribal Development
Department of the Government of Maharashtra hereby notifies the service of giving financial
support for food, accommodation, subsistence and educational materials to students belonging
to the Scheduled Tribes pursuing higher education and are not admitted in any Government
Hostels under the Pandit Deendayal Upadhyay Swayam Yojana as a public service, Project
Officer, Integrated Tribal Development Project as a Designated officer, the Additional Tribal
Commissioner, as a First Appellate Authority, the Commissioner, Tribal Development as a Second
Appellate Authority and time limit of sixty days providing the said service for the purposes of
the said Act; and for that purpose hereby amends the said Notification, as follows :—

In the said Notification, in SCHEDULE, after entry 6, the following entry shall be added,

namely :(—
